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Thank you for your purchase of our high quality inflatable kayak.

Basic Inflation Instructions:
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Take the valve adapter from the orange repair kit and attach it to pump hose.
Roll out kayak. Remove valve caps. Press and turn the valve stem a % turn to the left until it pops up.
Insert valve adapter into valve opening, turn right to lock in place.

Inflate the pontoon sides to 2/3 full so floor can be adjusted. Make sure the keel hole is over the keel air valve and the
rear drain hole is over the drain valve.

Inflate floor 2/3 full and adjust it so that it's even and under the side pontoons.

Fully inflate the floor, keel (only takes a few pumps) and side pontoons until pumping becomes difficult (Pontoons &
floor should be firm and wrinkle-free)

Close valve caps after inflating the kayak.

For DKS inflatable seat, locate the white valves. Attach the ring to the base then screw the valve
in the valve base. Insert the ribbed end of the triple valve adapter in the pump hose.
Pump until firm and wrinkle-free. (Half the pressure of floor and sides.)

Paddle assembly: Insert the drip guard on the end of the paddle shaft. Assemble shaft with the three holes in the
middle.

Close floor drains on flat-water. Keep drains open in whitewater or ocean surf.

Deflate kayak by removing valve cap, push stem down and turn stem right until it stays down.
Fold kayak toward valves. Skeg base must be kept flat. Floor can stay in kayak. Wipe dry before storing.

Deflate seats by unscrewing the valves.

Other Points:

*  Working pressure of the pontoons: 3.2 PSI / Drop Stitch Floor and keel: 3.2~4 PSI / DK Seats: 1 PSI

*  Only use Sea Eagle recommended pumps and NEVER an air compressor (CO2 or air)

* Be aware of local boating rules and regulations and abide by them accordingly.

* Always wear a life jacket when on the water.

* DO NOT allow children to use Sea Eagle boats unsupervised.

* DO NOT consume alcohol while boating or operating a boat while under the influence of alcohol or
drugs.

* DO NOT drag your Sea Eagle boat over rocks or gravel if it can be avoided.

* DO NOT exceed the certified maximum weight capacities of this boat - see capacity label on the inside of
kayak.

* DO NOT go boating alone, especially if camping, exploring or going down a white water river.

* DO NOT use your Sea Eagle Boat as a personal flotation device as they are not designed for that use.

* Always let someone know where you are going and when you plan to return.

* All Sea Eagle boats have a limited 3 year Warranty against manufacturer’s defects (more detail online)
